The Teach Hub Letters and Sounds Overview.

The Teach Hub Letters and Sounds Overview uses a systematic synthetic approach to teaching phonics. Each week shows the phonemes
and graphemes to be taught alongside the high frequency words. Some of the high frequency words are ‘tricky’ words as stipulated in
the 2007 Letters and Sounds document. The additional reading words are those the children will come across when reading the linked
phonically decodable books (see additional book list). It is suggested that teachers try and complete the work within the time frames but
to allow for deviations when necessary, according to recent assessments of the class. Some children may need to accelerate and complete
the challenge activities to consolidate and strengthen their word use, whereas others may need intervention and additional lessons, games
or activities to work within their own year group. It is expected that some children may need additional teaching at a slower rate and
this is down to the professional judgement of each teacher.

The graphemes highlighted in grey show the reading graphemes. The children are not expected to spell these graphemes until a later
stage in Key Stage One or Key Stage Two in line with the National Curriculum. The Year 2 will be completed by the Teach Hub as soon as
possible.

The colours link to the book bands that are associated with the Collins Big Cats reading books and Lesley Clarke’s Synthetic Phonics
(Poems, Fantastic Facts and Riddles) at each stage, but other books from additional schemes can be easily slotted in when the graphemes
and common exception words covered in each text are considered. Time should be given each half term to assess the children to help
locate and close any learning gaps that may have appeared.
